Shortness of breath 
Loss of appetite 
Sore throat 
Runny nose 
Sneezing 
Headache 
Aches and Pains 
Fatigue or feeling tired for no reason 
Diarrhoea 
Nausea 
Vomiting 
Tummy Ache (especially in children)
