Implementation 
The PSHEE learning journey at Wrockwardine Wood CE Junior School is grounded in a holistic approach, with a 
progressive, spiral curriculum that addresses our pupil and school community’s real needs, in a rapidly changing world. 
Teaching and learning in PSHEE is underpinned by our commitment to our Christian and British Values so that our pupils 
understand more about how to play a positive and successful role within our society, both as a child and as an adult within 
the future.
